CHAMP is a follow-back survey to the BRFSS (Behaaidrisk Factor Surveillance System) which is apébne survey of adults, ages 1
and older. All adult respondents with childrendigiin their household are invited to participat¢hia CHAMP survey. One child is
randomly selected from the household and the awlodtt knowledgeable about the health of the selestéd is interviewed in a follow-up
survey. All questions about the selected childear®wvered only by the most knowledgeable adult. CiRAddrveys are revised each year fo
meet the child health surveillance needs of Nodhoina. In 2006, nine questions on the topic dlidckafety and injury were asked of
nearly 3,200 parents.
